How to Get to the #0BTS v9.0 venue
To get from Kahului Airport (OGG) to the

1. Hotel Shuttle: The Hyatt offers a shuttle service from the airport to the hotel. To book:
contact the Hyatt Regency Maui at (808) 661-1234.
Cost: Typically around $20-$30 per person.

2. Taxi or Ride-Sharing Services: Taxi, Uber, and Lyft are available at the airport. Follow
the signs to the ground transportation area or use the Uber/Lyft apps.
Cost: Approximately $80-5$100 for a one-waly trip.

3. Car Rental: renting a car is a convenient option if you plan to explore more of Maui. Car
rental services are available at the airport. It's best to book in advance.
Cost: Varies by car type and rental duration.

4. Public Transportation: The Maui Bus offers limited service between the airport and
Kaanapali. Check the for schedules and routes.
Cost: S2 per ride.
